Removing Ford Radios Using “U” Shaped Removal Keys

In order for the radio to be
removed, clips attached to the
side of the radic must be moved
inward o0 the radio can slide out
of the dash. Insert the keys and
push each key out, away from
the radio. The ends of the keys
will press into the clips. While
pushing the keys outward, pull
and the radio should slide
forward out of the dash.

Insert the “U” shapad keys into
the holes as shown in the
diagram. Coeat hangers can be
cut and bent into shape for a
quick, cheap replacement or
alternative when Ford keys are
not available.
